Tlierr can be no other way of r ~ g a r d i n p  Cnnfirnl- 
ation than that  we pledge our loyalty to  Our Lord, and that 
He then ~ i v e s  us His strrngth so that we can takr  our place 
wit11 others as full working m e m b ~ r s  of His Churrll 

We must recognisr that to bc a Christian to-day, demands 
much o f  us, and we must be prepared to meet that demand.
